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ñLike Trees Planted by Streams of Waterò is the theme of our stewardship emphasis this year.  
The scriptural basis of this focus on our stewardship of all that God has entrusted into our care 
is Psalm 1:3: ñThey are like trees planted by streams of water, which yield their fruit in its 
season, and their leaves do not wither. In all that they do, they prosper.ò We are the trees 
planted by the streams of water. We are given all that we need to prosper by God and can trust 
in Godôs care always. God will provide all that we need. 
 
We begin by proclaiming all that God has done for us, hence the title ñLike Trees Planted by 
Streams of Water.ò  God has made us Godôs own people. We will also consider how generous 
giving is an important part of every Christianôs life, and how our combined generosity can 
make even greater things possible through our congregation. Your gifts of time and talent, 
financial and spiritual gifts, make it possible for us to do Godôs work in our neighborhood. 
 
We will think together about how our giving to Lakeview is an important part of our Christian 
faith, and how Lakeview uses our offerings to do Godôs work within the congregationôs walls, 
in our community, and around the world. 
 
ñLike Trees Planted by Streams of Waterò will ask you to do two things: First, you will be 
asked to increase your giving to Lakeview by at least İ of 1% of your household income.  
Second, you will be asked to consider using an automatic funds transfer program that 
Lakeview already has in place for your giving.  
 
ñLike Trees Planted by Streams of Waterò will use mail, e-mail, and time in worship to share 
information with you.  Please make a special effort to watch for material during this important 
time in our congregationôs life.

Dear Siblings in Christ, 
 
The last Sunday in October we marked the 500th anniversary of the Reformation, the day 
that Martin Luther posted his 95 theses on the Wittenberg church door and sparking the 
Protestant Reformation. We sang ñA Mighty Fortress,ò the Lutheran hymn that Martin 
Luther wrote. The sanctuary was decked out in beautiful red to commemorate the 
movement of the Holy Spirit, both on that day 500 years ago and how the Spirit continues 
to call us into re-forming even now. 
 
But now we are in November. The 500th anniversary is over. Now what? 
 
Here at Lakeview we are still undertaking the work of renewal. The renewal team is 
planning to meet soon to discuss the conversation we heard through the conversations this 
past year. We hope to be able to name the core values of Lakeview. These core values are 
what makes Lakeview the church that we are. Being able to name them is an important step 
in renewal work. Once we can name who we are, we can then move into listening to our 
neighbors and learn more about what is going on in our neighborhood. Knowing who we 
are can help us be able to operate out of our strengths and find the best way for Lakeview 
to connect with our particular neighborhood. 
 
The Spirit is calling us ï calling us into the work of renewal. The Spirit is also calling the 
whole church into the work of re-forming, of being made new. A key part of this work 
means that we live into the commandments that Jesus gives us ï to love God and love our 
neighbor. 
 
Martin Luther said, ñA Christian is a perfectly free lord of all, subject to none. A Christian 
is a perfectly dutiful servant of all, subject of all, subject to all.ò Jesus has freed us from our 
sin! We are freed by the grace of God! Out of that freedom from God, we are to love and 
serve our neighbor.  
 
Itôs a paradox: we are both free and subject to no oneôs authority and also a dutiful servant 
to all. Holding two contradictory ideas is a very Lutheran idea. And if we believe that we 
are truly freed by the grace of Jesus Christ, we are freed to be the servant of all. And that is 
truly a wonderful gift, one that we are called to keep living into day after day.
